The Emerging Political Spectrum

During the course of the French Revolution, the interplay of opposing forces resulted in the emergence of political groupings which, for convenience, were labeled "republican," "liberal," and "conservative." At this time liberals, or leftists, favored change to emancipate the individual from class or governmental restraints-their principle ideal was liberty. Republicans, or extreme leftists, favored more radical changes based on the ideal of equality while conservatives, or rightists, tended to favor a return to pre-Revolutionary conditions.
