Napoleon

Rise of Napoleon

· Born into a poor noble family in Corsica

· Brilliant military mind with interest in engineering, history and law

· Defeated Habsburgs in Italy (Treaty of Campo Formio…est. Italian republics)

· Invaded Egypt and defeated the Ottomans, and tried to weaken the British empire
· Found the Rosetta Stone to decode hieroglyphics

· 1799- Coup d’ etat occurred…rules with the 3 consuls

· He was 1st Consul with new Constitution of 1799
· 1802- became Consul for life by plebiscite vote
· 1804- declared himself emperor

Domestic Policy 

· Napoleon believed in equality in front of the law and nationalism, but didn’t believe in democracy or individual rights (limited freedom of speech and political liberty)
· Government- created a constitution for consulate and empire
· Concentrated power into his hands, with a legislature controlled by him

· Censored press and had secret police

· Divided empire into sections controlled by family and friends that reported back to him

· Legal / Social- ‘Created Careers Open to Talent’ for lower class people with talent

· ‘Legion of Honor’ honor those that fought in wars

· ‘Napoleonic Code’ single legal code for all, including countries concurred. Reinforced patriarchy and limited women’s rights. Reinforced the Revolution principles. Called for the elimination of old regime (privilege based on birth), equality in the law, eliminated manors and feudalism and that the state trumps the individual wants
· *****Most important…still stands to this day!
· Economic Policies- modernized infrastructure (roads, canals, monuments, and parks)

· Established Bank of France eliminated deficit and modernized tax system

· Education Policies- est. ‘Lycee’ secondary schools open to all
· Religious Policies- war with church ended with ‘Concordat of 1801’ Gave pope                                                                          some control of French clergy and church didn’t get back land lost in revolution.
· Allowed religious toleration in France, but Catholicism was dominant
Napoleonic warfare (1796-1814)

· Don’t concentrate on this!
· Revolutionized warfare

· Never lost a land battle until 1814…why?

· Ignored tradition, used propaganda and had citizen armies

· Countries tried to stop the French revolution, but failed

· Treaty of Tilsit- established Nap as master of the continent with defeat of Austria, Prussia and Russia. All countries were either annexed into empire or were allies (bro as king of Naples, Holland, and Westphalia
· Battle of Trafalgar- 1805- English navy (led by Horatio Nelson) defeated France
· Continental System- put an embargo on British goods. 

· Very unpopular….Russia w/d from embargo

· Germany grew nationalistic

· Grand Army’s first defeat….in Moscow 90% of naps army die or leave

· Battle of Nations- 1814- In Germany, nap lost…largest battle prior to 20th C

· Battle of Waterloo- 1815 last defeat of Nap

Foreign Policies

· Goals were to gain territory, increase French influence in Europe, and brining ideals of the Enlightenment and Fr. Rev to the conquered land
· Wanted to eliminate the Old Regime, intellectuals liked him (i.e. Beethoven)
· His ‘French values’ of exploitation the land alienated most intellects

· Ego will hurt him mostly!

· Reforms- with conquered lands, set to bring French ideals to all

· Eliminate old regime and feudalism

· Promote rational government based on Enlightenment (central gov’t, religious toleration, etc)

·  Creation of a new diplomatic system- appoint relatives to key roles of empire, 

· Abolish HRE and create a 35 state Confederation of the Rhine
· Created a Duchy of Warsaw

· Married 2nd wife after no male heir. Became nephew of Louis 16 cause she was a Hapsburg

· Continental System- tried to cut off England from continent…EPIC FAILURE! Started opposition toward France
· Peninsular War- Wanted to punish Portugal for not supporting continental system. Occupied Spain and placed brother on Spanish throne. Spain, with English support, hurt France
· Spain gave Louisiana to France, but France will sell it to the US for $$$$$

· Battle of waterloo- Nap’s final defeat before being exiled for good on St. Helena

CODA- Women!

· Women played a big role in the revolution

· Gained rights during moderate phase (divorce, property rights and child custody)

· Olympe de Gouges- published Declaration of rights of Women and the Female Citizen…1793 executed
· Napoleonic Code- excluded women…limited rights

*******Revolution and Enlightenment established agenda for women for next century! 

Age of Metternich

Congress of Vienna and Concert of Europe

· Vienna Settlement 1814-1815

· Goals are to rebuild a stable Europe and reestablish ‘legitimate’ governments after 25 years of war

· Did not treat France too harshly at first, but to ensure they aren’t aggressive again
· Legitimacy-‘rightful monarchs’ restored in France (Louis 18, brother of Louis 16 who est. a parliament, and was moderate), Spain, and Naples. Some created constitutions to appease people, but Conservatives ruled out! Restore bourbons to Spanish, French and Sicilian thrones. Does not restore HRE

· ‘Throne, altar and estates’

· Compensation- Countries that lost land will gain some other land. EX. Austria lost Netherlands, but gained Northern Italy

· Balance of power- creation of buffer states around France. Kingdom of Netherlands, Prussia enlarged and piedmont-Sardinia in Italy strengthened.

Members of the Congress of Vienna

· Austria- Metternich- dominated and wanted to repress nationalism and maintain status quo pre nap. COMMITTED TO CONSERVATISM
· France- Talleyrand- represented Revolutionary France who wanted to show they are legit now. Exposed plan of Russia and Prussia to take over Poland and Saxony.

· Great Britain- Castlereigh – wanted to reestablish the balance of power on the continent. Didn’t want England involved as a police force to crush revolutions. Supported conservatism
· Prussia- Van Hardenberg- least influential, general followed Austria who wanted to incorporate its enemy Saxony into its territory
· Russia- Alexander I- largest of the powers who wanted to control Poland and gain support for the Holy Alliance (Austria, Prussia and Russia)
***Their main job is to redraw the map to meet the goals of the members!

6/1815- Final decision of Congress

· Territorial Adjustments- Prussia got 40% of Saxony

· Russian tsar became king of Poland…they wanted all of Poland. Prussia is willing to trade Saxony for Poland, but Austria and England object…didn’t want to make Prussia or Russia more powerful.
· 39 State German Confederation formed, with Austria being the dominant member

· Russia got Finland
· Sweden retained Norway, which was taken from Denmark (ally to Nap)

· Netherlands got Austrian Netherlands

· England got colonies around the world (south America, Trinidad & Tobago, more areas in India
· Indemnities- Put France in their place and return all possessions that Nap took. France must pay 700 million Francs = 100 million dollars today. Plus reduce borders to what France had prior to rev and be occupied my military forces for five years.
· Alliances- Holy Alliance (Austria, Russia and Prussia) not as important as Quadruple Alliance- (Austria, England, Prussia and Russia) to ensure peace and security. France will be allowed to join later on.
· Collective Security- Congress would meet periodically (CONCERT OF EUROPE) to provide security. England disagrees w/ Metternich after 1st ½ of 19th C.

Concert System

· Congress of Aix la Chapelle- 1818- France’s good behavior had France being admitted to the Concert and Quin Alliance

· Congress of Troppau- 1820- Put constitutional limits on royal power of Spain and Naples. This let to Metternich fearing rev violence…urged congress to stop movements, but France and England refused. Austria will stop revolt in Italy

· Congress of Verona- 1822- Due to instability in Spain and Latin America, everyone (not England) asked France to send troops to subdue Spain’s Rev. England rejected intervention  in Latin America due to English trading status. US issued Monroe Doctrine and became allies to England. England w/d from Quin. Alliance…last congress to meet!
***Congress of Vienna failed to recognize the forces of liberalism and nationalism…let to 30 years of continuous revolutions.

***It avoided major wars until 1914.

***Congress of Vienna shaped the political and diplomatic climate for 1st ½ of 19th C

Age of Metternich & Revolutions
****focus on the themes and general outline foe each nation
· Germany- 
· Burschenshaft- formed by liberal & nationalist to celebrate German Culture and discuss political issues. Mainly college students who wanted a united Germany
· Metternich viewed this as a threat…issued ‘Carlsbad Decrees’ which stopped them, censored press and supervised universities more…but these ism’s were not destroyed in Germany
· Russia- 
· Decembrist formed from revolutionist army members created to push a constitutional government
· Decembrist Revolt- occurred after Alex I died in 1825. Wanted Constantine, liberal brother, not Nicholas I, a reactionary brother (someone who totally rejects change). Nicholas crushed revolt.

· Will be used as an example for later Russian revolts

· Motto….’Autocracy, Orthodoxy, and Nationality.’ (gov’t, religion, and culture rules!)
· Absolute power of tsar

· More church control over education and intellectual life and encourage non orthodox to convert. 

· Expressed uniqueness of Russian culture-language, religion, customs, etc…different than the west

· Non Russian’s living there will be russified (russification)

· Nothing was done about serfdom…90% of pop were serfs

Ism’s 1815-1850
***Influenced how people viewed events and motivated them to action.
· Conservatives:

· Not apposed to change or constitutions, as long as it wasn’t abstract

· Supported restoration of pre Napoleon gov’ts.

· Said human nature is driven by passion, apposing views of the Enlightenment and fr. Rev.

· Edmund Burke- wanted change through adoption, not violence. Said…’humans are capable to reason, but they use it as an excuse for selfish actions.’

· Joseph de Maistre- French philosopher, said once France broke from church, monarchy, and noble traditions, society became chaotic.

· Liberalism:

· Philosophy of change…based on enlightenment and fr. Rev.

· Believed in laissez-faire principles of capitalism and protection of property
· Believed in religious toleration and individual rights

· Mostly from the middle class who supported a republican form of government, with voting based on property ownership…not full democracies…such as the British gov’t
· Utilitarianism- said ‘good provides pleasure while evil provides pain’

· Government was to provide greatest good for the greatest number.

· Believed in separation of church and state and giving women rights

· Republicanism & Socialism:

· Radicals and republicans embraced the 1793 part of the fr. Rev.

· Mainly working class and intellectuals who wanted equality and universal male suffrage

· Opposed organized religion, monarchies and aristocracy

· Some republicans became socialist who wanted social and economic planning

· Louis Blanc- wanted ‘national workshops’ to get people working. Nationalize industry
· Socialist shared production property to meet human needs…no private ownership of industries
· Will become Marxism in the 1850’s.

· Utopian Societies- Robert Owen, Eng. & US,  people would share ownership of property and the fruits of their labor

· Karl Marx- Communist Manifesto-1848- with Friedrich Engles, explained ‘scientific socialism’, also called Marxism. Economics provides foundation for social order (family, politics, morals, education, etc). Only one class of people…no social conflicts then, everyone would be interested in society and not individual gain. No exploiting of one class…no conflicts!!!
· Das Kapital- critique of capitalism

· Revisionism- socialist who wanted socialism to spread democratically. Created many socialistic parties throughout Europe and US

· Anarchism-denounced capitalism due to its exploitation and wanted the destruction of the state. Used assassinations in Austria, US, Italy and France to try to spread message
· Christian Socialism-reforms based on ‘brotherly love’ to benefit those exploited

· Feminism:

· Oppression of women comes from unequal wages, laws and property ownership.

· Jane Asten Wollstonecraft are famous feminist authors

· 1850- clear agenda was set to gain access politically, property and education

· Nationalism:

· Most explosive!!!!

· Came from the Fr. Rev. and consisted of the cultural revival and celebration of traditions. 
· Germany hit hard cause of nationalism…eventually causes German unification movement
· Giuseppe Mazzini & Giuseppe Garibaldi- will help lead Italy toward independent from the Habsburgs through his writings, joining the secret police (Carbonari) based on nationalism…will also create ‘Young Italy’ after the Carbonari are defeated.
· Eastern Europe was also a breeding ground for nationalism…mainly with Slavic cultures…. (Poles, Serbs, Croats, Czechs, ruthenians (ukrainianes) and Slovaks)...called for Pan Slavism (unity of all Slavs)

· Both will fail for now due to the Habsburgs and Ottomans empires being too powerful.

Revolutions of 1815-1848
· Metternich’s political settlements inadvertently led to the revolutions
· Also problems from inequality and the industrialism will lead to revolutions all through Europe, except for England, mainly due to liberal reforms during this time

· After Spain and Sicily’s revolutions were crushed by the Concert of Europe, it was peaceful until 1830.

France: 

· Charles X (2nd Bourbon king of Restoration, Louis XVIII being the other bro of L 16), reestablished the power of the church and former nobility….he took away voting rights and censored the press after the people rejected his policies. Bourgeoisie angered
· Middle class moderates and liberals joined to overthrow the king after he tries to change the gov’t to favor himself and supporters (dissolving part of parliament and restricting freedoms)…
· Caused the July Revolution…he abdicated. 
· Crown given to Louis Philippe, a bourbon cousin. He was a republican.

· Known as the ‘Citizen King’ due to bourg. persona…created a constitutional government with a limited monarchy.

· Didn’t give attention to urban poor

Belgium:

· Saw what happened in France, wanted independence from Netherlands. Revolted in Belgium. Never accepted their culture. They got their indep, but promised to remain neutral in European affairs.

Poland:

· Poland also used France as an example, and wanted indep. 

· Revolted in 1831 against Russia, but brutally crushed by Nicholas I
· Russified the polish

Greece:

· Greeks revolted against the Turks. Metternich and Europe supported the Greeks because they were Christian and the center of ancient civilization.

· 1829- Greece wins independence ….one of the few successful nationalistic revolts

Revolutions of 1848

***Revolutions brake out throughout Europe in 1848.  Most do not accomplish their goal, but the reasoning for so many revolutions in one year….

· Liberals see little political change toward constitutional and/or representative gov’ts in Europe

· Nationalists are annoyed for the rejection of ethnic minorities

· Lives of the working class suck due to lack of food and loss of jobs due to machines!

· These revolutions will mainly be by the liberals, middle class and urbans, not the workers and peasants.

France:

· Louis Philippe abdicates due to revolts in Paris over suffrage, poor harvest and industrial depression. Called February Revolution
· Radicals wanted to create a more socialistic republic…second republic of France formed. Constitution provided for a president and one house parliament, both elected by universal male suffrage
· Louis Napoleon, a moderate, nephew of Nap, elected president of the Second Republic in 1848 by a huge majority. Name stood for order, stability and national glory.
· Ruled with authoritarian rule by using fear of socialism and the class warfare between the working and middle classes.
Prussia:

· Inspired by France, liberals revolted in Berlin so Frederick William IV would share powers. 

· They wanted an election of the Prussian Assembly 
· By 1850, a new constitution will be made providing representation

Germany:

· Using Prussia as an example, the liberals overthrew the gov’ts of other German States.

· Created a representative government, and discussed unification of Germany but not include Austria
· Frankfurt Assembly- completed constitution and gave it to Prussian king Frederick William IV…he rejected it! No Unification will happen yet!

· Frederick William IV created a new constitution in 1848 creating a two house parliament; king had absolute veto power and ability to suspend civil liberties…lasted until 1918

Austria:

· Nationalistic students will rebel in Vienna causing Metternich to flee.

· King Franz Joseph agrees on the Constitution of 1849….abolished the robot (mandatory peasant work)
· Eventually, empire’s army will crush revolts and Francis Joseph (new king) then rejects constitution.

· Minorities within empire are very upset!

Prague: 

· Slavic nationalist to unite the Slavs.
· Austrian emperor breaks up the Pan Slav Congress

· Remains a problem up to WWI

Budapest:

· Magyars (Hungarians, ethnic minority in Austria) are granted liberty in a new constitution that promotes their language, but not really their rights…but will be rejected by Francis Joseph.

· Used Russian help (100.000 troops) to stop the revolt…Magyars are VERY upset.

Italy:

· Italian states revolt against Austrian rule.
· Giuseppe Mazzini (Nationalist, founder of Roman Republic in Papal States) and Charles Albert (king of Piedmont-Sardinia) led this revolt… Austrian forces beat Albert’s army and remain in control

· Albert abdicates and son is now on throne…Victor Emmanuel II 

· Sets the stage for Italian unification next chapter!

· Pope Pius IX was against this

Results of 1848 Revolutions:
· Most national and liberal revolutions failed.
· They lacked the armies and bureaucracies of the conservatives
· Conservatives used fear for radicalism toward the middle class

· Rulers divided and conquered the minorities against each other

· Socialism will grow popular and the rift between middle class and working class will grow

· Nationalism cannot be ignored anymore!

· Romantic age of revolutions are dead

Industrialization
· Mainly starts in England during this time…why?

· Location….away from wars and revolutions and all cities close to water (70 miles or less)

· Large population

· Large banking system 

· Pursuit of profit by bourgeoisie led to early inventions

· Economics: Smith, Mathis and Ricardo

· Thomas Mathis- wrote ‘Essay on Human Population’ which said food supply cannot keep up with population. Called to limit population growth, later marriages and fewer kids

· David Ricardo- wrote ‘Iron Law of Wages’ said if you raise wages, more kids will be born, increasing labor supply and then decreasing wages. But people will have fewer kids anyway during this time

Inventions
· Railroads and canals will be used to transport goods and people around Europe.

· Better iron and steel is produced that is easily shaped for industrial purposes

· Factories will be developed and factory cities will become huge (Liverpool and Manchester)

· Crystal Palace will be built to symbolize English technology and progress

How about the rest of Europe….

· France has little industrial natural resources , focuses on finer goods and farming

· Germany lacks unity, but has a lot of natural resources. They want government to build the industries, rails and canals.

· Belgium and US become big industrial countries
Social effects

· Population- In England, within 100 years (1750-1850) population will increase from 10 to 30 million people, mainly in industrial cities like Manchester (20.000-500.00)

· Working/Living Conditions- 

· Factories were deplorable

· Working 14 hours a day with little light and fresh air

· Women and children were preferred workers…also got lower wages

· Cities cannot handle growth

· Diseases dues to lack of sewers…caused the first census to find out who lived and died.

· Air and water pollution huge

· Crime, prostitution and alcoholism was huge

· Profession police and modern prisons developed to stop this

· Industrial Middle Class formed

· Top were the factory owners making lots of $$

· Then the unskilled laborers with no property or voice.

Responses to industrialization:
· Factory Act of 1833- called for inspecting of factories, limited working hours and children must have 2 hours of school a day

· Public Health Act of 1848- called for sanitation systems in industrial cities

· Workers called for change and greater control in the workplace and politics….Unions formed.
England- 

· Conservative Tories used censorship to stop radicals

· Corn Laws- raised prices on grain to protect England from competition…very unpopular

· Lack of good representation in the new industrial cities

· Peterloo Massacre- reforms protest were the government killed 11 and wounded hundreds as they met peacefully in Manchester….created a repression of rights

· Repression loosens…leads to Liberal Reforms in 1830’s

Reforms in Great Britain:

· Adapts to the changing atmosphere of liberalism. 

· Creates Reform Act of 1832- 

· Doubled the number of male voters, but retained property requirement. Most working class still cannot vote

· Eliminated rotten and pocket boroughs in house of commons and redistributed representation to industrial cities

· Abolished slavery in the Empire

· Poor Laws- punished those that were poor by making the workhouses unpleasant so they are forced to work.

· Denounced the Corn laws and established free trade

· Factory/ Mines act- limiting where women and children (must be at least 9 & cannot work more than 9 hours a day) can work, and the number of hours people can work Middle class is happy!!!!

· 1837- Victoria becomes queen...longest reign in history 1837-1901

· 1845-6 Irish Potato famine occurs…700.000 die…many flee to US

· Chartist movement- working class group (formed Unions) who called for…
· Organized workers to use petitions, mass rallies and agitation to get change
· universal male suffrage, the secret ballot, abolition of property requirements for voting, paying of salaries for house of commons members, creation of equal electoral districts based on population, and annual elections for house of commons

· Middle class rejected this, intellectuals liked it

· Parliament rejects it at first…eventually all reforms will be made but not the last one
